Over $25,000 is available this year, a 16% increase over last year.
 
The following are instructions for application submissions:  PLEASE READ CAREFULLY. SUBMISSION GUIDELINES HAVE CHANGED.
 
***There will be one round of awards for this academic year.***  
 
The awards will cover projects completed during the period of July 2, 2014 through July 1, 2015.  The deadline for application submissions will be February 2, 2015.  You may submit your application at any time through that date.  Awards for this round will be announced by March 1, 2015.  
 
1.      Applications are available online at the UUP site.  Go to http://nysuup.lmc.ny.gov/development/individual.html, where you will find links to both instructions and the application.  Please be certain to complete your application fully, including your budget summary.    
 
2.      The maximum allowable award for a project is $1,000; however, please note that due to the limited funds available, the committee is, regrettably, rarely able to award this amount, nor is it able to accommodate all requests.
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3.      Awards are not transferable to other projects.   Should you be unable to use the funds awarded for your designated project, your award will be forfeited.  
 
4.      APPLICATION DEADLINE:  Submit one hard copy of your application to Glenda Davenport (UUP Chapter Office – NS 3004)  no later than February 2, 2015.
 
5.      No faxed or email applications will be accepted.
 
6.      The committee should be made aware of all other funding you have applied for and/or received for your project.  Please be sure to note this on your application.
 
7.      All State guidelines are followed.  Tuition is reimbursed at S.U.N.Y. rates only.  Please check with your department prior to submitting your application to ensure that your expenses are reimbursable according to State guidelines.
 
8.      Please include the following with your application:
 
·        An updated, brief c.v./resume
·        A list of any other financial support for the project
·        If applicable, an endorsement for any leaves from Dean, Director and appropriate sector Vice President.  Please attach a copy of this endorsement to your application.
·        Any supporting documentation you believe would assist the committee in rendering a favorable decision.     
·        Please include any web addresses you would like the committee to reference, relative to your project.
 
Among the types of support the committee can approve are:  registration fees for conferences or workshops; research-related supplies; books and software; travel expenses; research support (computer time, network access, clerical support); tuition and course related supplies.  The maximum allowance for tuition and/or travel reimbursement will be at the SUNY rate at the time of application.   Please note that the cost of equipment is now excluded as a fundable category for these awards.
